IMAC Field is on Hooka Creek Rd Berkeley – take the Northcliff Drive off ramp from the F6 and head east. Take the first right into Hooka Creek road. The gate to the field is on the right opposite the sports field.  Use caution driving in as the road is under the approach/takeoff path so give way to models if necessary.

The Hall is located inside the Forest Grove Private Residential Estate Kanahooka approximately 1.5km south of the field.  Travelling south on the F6 take the Kanahooka Road exit (next exit after Northcliff Road) and turn left on to Kanahooka road.
